After a delicious (as always) pot-luck lunch,
Sheriff "Hoss" Mack presented the S.W.A.P.
attendees and their guests a very interesting
program. He gave us an overview of the
Sheriff's Department and introduced us to a
new program, "Are You OK?" that will begin
about the first of the year 2009.

Did you know that the Baldwin County
Sheriff's Department is the 4th largest in the
state? That there are 262 employees in the
department? That the Sheriff is a State officer -
his "boss" is Governor Riley?

Did you know that the annual average number
of inmates in the county jail is 675? On the
morning of our meeting there were a total of
630 inmates - 85 females, 30 illegals, 30% black,
and the rest white males.

Did you know the Sheriff is an officer of the
court and all legal court documents are
processed through his department? His
department oversees the 47 polling sites in the
county and takes custody of the ballots at an
election to keep them safe and secure.

Sheriff Mack mentioned a little about school
programs and other education programs that
the Sheriff's Department is involved in. He
then went into a more detailed explanation of
the "Are You OK?" program. This is a
program that you or your caregiver can sign
up for. After the program software is installed
and the "kinks" are worked out, the automated
calling system will call each day at a
designated time. If there is no answer, another
call will be made a few minutes later. If, after
several tries, no one answers a Deputy will go
to the home and knock on the door. From
there necessary steps are taken to either give
an OK that everything is as it should be or to
notify the caregiver or designated contact
person of the problem and help implement a
solution.

The purpose of this program is to add a

security to the Senior or physically challenged
person living alone and to the family or friends
that can't check on them in a timely way. This
gives the family that lives away from their
loved one and can't check on them a peace of
mind. The program can also be applied to
"latch-key" children.

A final tidbit of information from the Sheriff
was that Baldwin and the surrounding
counties are installing a new computer system
connecting the counties so that better
communication can be established between
them. This will help them work together by
sharing important information in a timely
manner.
